In January 2007 I was 
hired to work one-to-one 
with behavioral student 
A.B. at St. Mark Elemen-
tary school. Right from 
the start I noticed that 
A.B. had a passion for 
sports, so I asked the 
classroom teacher if I 
could teach the kids some 
new activities in their 
gym class. My favorite 
sport is track and field, 
and while in the gym I 
noticed the championship 

team banners on the wall. Since the new building was built in 1990, there 
were track and field finalists in 1992, 1993 and 1994. So when track and field 
season approached I offered my assistance in coaching. A.B. wasnõt really 
interested in track and field at first, but my enthusiasm for the sport, com-
bined with all of his peers trying out, inspired him to give it a shot.  

At the divisional meet, our team placed 1st .  

The following year I knew the students were excited when they were asking 
me when track practice starts and it was only September 3rd.! I got permis-
sion to start training in February, and the students were on board, practicing 
hard.  

At the divisional meet the students won eighteen 1st place finishes. The buzz 
of a championship was being spoken by everyone the following day at the 
school. Then, the email came in with the official results: 

For the first time in the schoolõs history, St. Mark Catholic Elemen-
tary School are the West Region Divisional Track and Field Champi-
ons, and earning their 1st track and field banner in 14 years.
